Does the proposed action meet multiple objectives (multi-objective management)?
STAPLE/E

Developed by FEMA, this method of applying evaluation criteria enables the planning team to
consider in a systematic way the social, technical, administrative, political, legal, economic, and
environmental opportunities and constraints of implementing a particular mitigation action. For
each action, the HMPC should ask, and consider the answers to, the following questions:

Social
Does the measure treat people fairly (different groups, different generations)?

Technical
Will it work? (Does it solve the problem? Is it feasible?)

Administrative
Is there capacity to implement and manage project?

Political
Who are the stakeholders? Did they get to participate? Is there public support? Is political
leadership willing to support it?

Legal
Does your organization have the authority to implement? Is it legal? Are there liability
implications?

Economic
Is it cost-beneficial? Is there funding? Does it contribute to the local economy or economic
development? Does it reduce direct property losses or indirect economic losses?

Environmental
Does it comply with environmental regulations or have adverse environmental impacts?

Yes, the construction
and reconstruction efforts at
the Kingman  County
Courthouse continue!

The exterior of the
building — particularly the
windows and the building’s
lovely, limestone brick work
— looks simply beantiful!
The limestone has been
thoroughly cleaned, repaired
and restored. With the
exception of the roof itself,

It is going to
be a shining, wonderful
example of this architecture
by the time July 4™ rolls
around.

Now let’s take a look at
the renovation’s current
inside activities.

location. Lessons learned;
It is important to remember
when fravelling to be aware
of your location. Be aware,
particularly during tumul-
tuous weather, of the mile
markers along the road. In
the event of trouble, these
locations can be critical to
your safety and well-being.

It is also extremely
important to prepare a
disaster supplies kit! Store
water in plastic containers
such as soft drink bottles or
milk jugs; you should plan
for one gallon of water per
person per day. Families
should also store at least a
three day supply of non-
perishable food. Select
foods that require no
refrigeration, preparation, or
cooking and little or no
water.

- Families should also
have a pre-designated
safety spot. If you do not

have a basement, make
arrangements with a neigh-
bor or friend for a safe place
to take shelter. At this time,
Kingman County doss not
have any designated storm
shelters.

» Water: one gallon of water per person per day for at least three days, for drinking
and sanitation

. Food: at least a three-day supply of non-perishable food

+ Battery-powered or hand cranked radio and a NOAA Weather Radio with tone alert
and extra batteries for both ,

« Flashlight and extra batteries.. ... .. .. . = -

« First aid kit (you can buy one at most retailers)

« Whistle to signal for help

« Dust mask, to help filter contaminated air and plastic sheeting and duct tape to
shelter-in-place :

« Moist towelettes, garbage bags and plastic ties for personal sanitation (include a rol
of toilet paper as well).

« Wrench or pliers to turn off ufilities

»  Can opener for food (if kit contains canned food)
